· Procedures: 
i. Property (FN travel passes) – NASA not interested in BAERI from a property standpoint (ARC 66 or property loans).  They do track IP addresses that talk to NASA servers.  There will be a form to fill out to notify NASA that you are taking computers/ipads/iphones that talk to the servers, out of the country.  Otherwise, they can shut off IP addresses they think are suspicious.
ii. FN access to data archive – if they are here in this country, they can have access to the archive/data, but they cannot use it once they get back to their home country.  A notice will be place in the text where PIs put in the email addresses of team members.
· Tools: 
i. BAERI/Gov vehicles – MV submitted request for BAERI people to use motor pool vehicles.  Awaiting authorization.
ii. Division has a van (245) and an electric cart (232).  Ask Irene about keys/checkout.

iv. P-3 dirty power issue.  P-3 doesn’t really have “dirty” power but the switch to ground is not smooth.  DC-8 notifies users so they can be prepared but P-3 often does not.  UPS units are being added but they add weight.
v. Publication database – HQ is planning a ESD wide publication database, much like the Atomospheric Composition one that Katja created.  We might help or host.

· ATom (DJ/EC) 
i. The plane is fully integrated, no problems. 2 test flights next week.
ii. There will also be a flight this Friday.  The Friday flight was a surprise RVSM (reduced vertical separation minimum) test.  .  Certification will require a flight to Phoenix to see if the altimeter system is very accurate – they will ping the system along the way and get the results in a couple weeks. Test flights will be in areas not requiring RVSM.  If they can’t get it certified by the time the plane is to depart AFRC, they may have to take a probe off. 
iii. The new person in RVSM role, is saying that any new configuration of the DC-8 will need this test.  That could be a big change. 
iv. New flight doctor for the DC-8, he may require people to provide proof of vaccinations in the future.

· ORACLES (BL/DC) – CAMP2Ex vs ORACLES at this point. STM June.
· EXPORTS (QA/VS) –Site survey in Seattle, things went well. Seattle very expensive in summer, cruise ship terminal is very busy. Alternate port would be a Navy base – but only if there are major issues. Using Sally Ride and Roger Revelle ships, both out of Scripps operated by UNOLS. STM in May.

· FireEx-AQ (JZ):  DC-8/B-200. NOAA P-3 in Boise – Site visit will depend on what happens with CAMP2Ex.
