Science Team Meeting Notes:

· Updates from HQ, ESPO, DC-8 [15 min]

HQ:
· No updates

ESPO:
· Vidal sent out an email last week with a lot of information about Cabo Verde travel (information that is also on the ESPO CPEX-CV webpage – have to be logged in to the ESPO page to see it).
· The Cabo Verde Deployment Guide is also available on the webpage and is a live document – please take a look.
· Keep your travel plans updated in the ESPO database! We’re using that information for planning, and Science Leads are establishing schedules to ensure we have an adequate number of participants in each role on each day of the program.
· The Hilton Cabo Verde room block closes on June 20…make those reservations. And DO NOT book through a third party webpage. Book ONLY through the specific room block booking link provided. We need to meet a book number of rooms otherwise it becomes much more costly to the program.
· Students can seek reimbursement through biweekly vouchers on a regular basis during the program.
· To travel more than 30 days, you’ll need to obtain a different visa for Cabo Verde before you arrive in Cabo Verde for the experiment.

· Jon Z, Ed N, and Amin are making daily schedules based on this input (and that into the ESPO database) to ensure we have the minimum coverage of people each day, in each role 
· Mission Scientists – not just PIs – can be their team members and early career scientists. as well
· Flight Scientists – mission scientists that fly on the DC-8
. Q: What arrangements are being made for real-time access and communication between ground Mission Scientists and Flight Scientists?
· You can use chat software built into MTS2, as long as we have reliable internet on the ground; can download XChat or HexChat separately, if don’t want to use chat feature in MTS2
· XChat or HexChat required on the DC-8; no MTS2 access onboard
· Coming soon: we’ll help people get set up with MTS2 accounts and external chat software (if needed) to facilitate real-time mission awareness
· This will include an MTS2 tutorial
· Mission ops will be set up at FBO (planned) as long as construction is complete
· If internet goes out – will have to plan for “what if” scenarios; that is a possibility
· [bookmark: _GoBack]When ESPO did the site visit, Vidal set up an international data plan with his provider for $100 – unlimited data and calls – each team member will have to arrange cell and data services individually with their phone companies
· Dropsonde Processors: not AVAPS operators, but those who are willing to help with processing dropsondes off the DC-8 and transmitting the data to the GTS – training will be provided

· Flight Planning Subgroup Updates [20 min]

· Naoko and Angela will meet next week to hone in more on STM
· Will reach out to PIs if have questions about flight modules

· Forecasting Subgroup Updates [10 min]

· Have enough coverage for entire period – at least 4 throughout the campaign ops
· Some modeling PIs might not be able to produce runs ahead of STM dry run
· Concern about not having an all-encompassing website to pull model products from that was set up by Shuyi/Edo last year – Jon Z, Ed N action item.
