The runway was icy with intermittent dry patches, the ice may have caused a lateral or wobbling motion in the nose gear and upon hitting the dry pavement with cocked nose gear causing both tires to blow.  No definitive cause has been determined.  Two spare nose gear tires were available as part of a logistics package so they will changed tonight.  The Code 830 aircraft office was notified and two more nose gear tires will be shipped to Thule.  The left main strut also had a hydraulic leak which the maintenance crew believes they can fix by tomorrow, it is anticipated that the aircraft should be in an up status for a 1000 takeoff for a 5.5 hour science flight tomorrow.
